Chairperson Boesel called the meeting to order at 3:05 PM.  The meeting proceeded as follows:

I.
APPROVAL OF THE CONSENT AGENDA
The minutes of the February 12, 2008 meeting were reviewed.  Director Mize made a motion to approve with correction regarding the location of the meeting.  The motion was seconded by Director Keyser and was carried unanimously.

The check register was reviewed and a motion was made by Vice-Chair Lampley to approve the check register as presented and ratify expenditures.  The motion was seconded by Director Bush and carried unanimously.
II.
EXECUTIVE DIRECTORS REPORT

Staff discussed the Ethics Briefing that the Mayors Office held which reiterated Chapter 171 of the Local Government Code. 
III.
RECEIVE UPDATE ON MUNICIPAL SERVICE/HPD EXTRA DUTY PROGRAM
Lt. Bryan Bennett and Ms. Denise Woods reported various issues within the historic district and their effects on the area.
IV.
DISCUSS AND TAKE NECESSARY ACTION REGARDING THE PROPOSED FY 2009 OPERATING AND CAPITAL BUDGETS
Staff gave an overview of the draft report and made note of errors in the budget template.  Mr. Robert Fiederlein stated that there would be an increase in the Municipal Service category for FY 09 and he noted the budget is scheduled to be presented to a City Council Committee in May and to the full City Council for approval.
V. DISCUSS AND TAKE NECESSARY ACTION REGARDING THE BUFFALO BAYOU PARTNERSHIP (BBP) APPLICATION REQUEST FOR THE INTERNATIONAL COFFEE BUILDING
Vice-Chair Lampley gave an overview of the application.  After some discussion Vice-Chair Lampley made a motion to approve the application for public improvement not to exceed $700,000 contingent upon BBP securing the public easement necessary to make this an eligible project.  Amendments to the motion included BBP making a good faith effort at securing a Historic Designation and for them to landscape and maintain the easement.  Director Schneidau seconded and the motion was carried unanimously.
VI. DISCUSS AND TAKE NECESSARY ACTION REGARDING THE NOMINATIONS FOR BOARD OF DISRECTOR VACANCIES

Chairperson Boesel reviewed the last discussion.  Staff and Mr. Robert Fiederlein will make contact with potential candidates to find out their interest in serving on the Board by the next meeting.
VII. DISCUSS AND TAKE NECESSARY ACTION REGARDING THE MARKET SQUARE PARK PROJECT

Director Schneidau reported that meetings with HDMD on the post construction maintenance of the Park had been successful.  He stated that an RFQ is being proposed to secure architectural service.  Staff suggested MSRA should consider entering into an Interlocal Agreement with HDMD regarding the renovation of the Park.  Chairperson Boesel gave an overview of the meeting with Jonathan Glass with the Historical Arts Alliance.  
VIII. DISCUSS AND TAKE NECESSARY ACTION ON THE EAST/WEST STREETS PROJECT

Vice-Chair Lampley gave a brief overview of the recent activities in regards to the project.  The recommendation of the Design Review Committee is to retain LAN Engineering firm as the design consultant for the project.  A motion was made by Vice-Chair Lampley to approve the recommendation of the Design Review Committee.  Director Bush seconded and the motion was carried unanimously.
IX. DISCUSS AND TAKE NECESSARY ACTION ON HOUSTON HOUSING FINANCE CORPORATION (HHFC) LOAN

The Board requested staff extend an invitation to the HHFC Executive Director to the MSRA April 8, 2008 Board meeting.
