All Board members were present except Director(s) Pink, Bush, Schneidau and Martinez thus constituting a quorum.

Also in attendance were Vicki Rivers and TataLease Derby, DRA; Robert Fiederlein and Julia Gee, City of Houston GSD; George Baugh III, CPA; Lieutenant Jim Dale, Houston Police Department; Clark Lord, Vinson & Elkins; 

Chairperson Boesel called the meeting to order at 3:30 PM.  The meeting proceeded as follows:

I. APPROVAL OF THE CONSENT AGENDA
a. APPROVE MINUTES OF THE OCTOBER 14, 2008 MEETING
The minutes of the October 14, 2008, meeting was reviewed.  Director Mize made a motion to approve the minutes as presented; Director Keyser seconded and was carried unanimously.

b. APPROVE CHECK REGISTER, RATIFY EXPENDITURES
The check register was reviewed and a motion was made by Vice-Chair Lampley to approve the check register as presented and ratify expenditures.  The motion was seconded by Director Mize and carried unanimously.
II. EXECUTIVE DIRECTORS REPORT

Staff discussed the rescheduling of the Buffalo Bayou Partnership Boat Tour and potential dates.
Legal Counsel informed the Board and staff of the Attorney Generals report to enforce the standards of listing board meeting agenda items.
III. RECEIVE UPDATE ON MUNICIPAL SERVICE/HPD OVERTIME PROGRAM
Lieutenant Jim Dale of the Houston Police Department informed the Board that Captain Gregg Fremin and Lieutenant Brian Bennett have been reassigned.  Lt. Dale stated that he will be taking over the duties of Lt. Bennett and Captain Zera is now operating the HPD/Overtime Program.  Lt. Dale presented September’s report and statistics. The Board requested more information on arrest be provided in the monthly reports.
IV. RECEIVE AN UPDATE ON THE PARKING METER PROJECT
Staff reported that there were approximately 3 meters left to be hardwired.
V. RECEIVE AN UPDATE ON THE MARKET SQUARE PARK PROJECT
a. DISCUSS AND REVIEW THE DESIGN AGREEMENT
Director Keyser informed the Board the agreement for design with Lauren Griffith & Associates had been executed and a full Market Square Park Committee meeting would be on October 20, 2008.
VI. DISCUSS AND TAKE NECESSARY ACTION ON HOUSTON HOUSING FINANCE CORPORATION (HHFC) LOAN
Director Wilson reported to the Board on the Housing Committee meeting stating that members of the committee and staff will informally meet with HHFC before a more formal meeting is scheduled.
VII. DISCUSS AND TAKE NECESSARY ACTION REGARDING HOUSING EFFORTS
a. DISCUSS AND TAKE NECESSARY ACTION REGARDING A REQUEST FOR PROPOSALS (RFP) FOR THE DEVELOPMENT OF DOWNTOWN WORKFORCE HOUSING
Director Wilson reported that the draft Request For Information (RFI) will be amended by legal counsel and the final draft will be distributed by staff for the Boards review.  Director Wilson made the recommendation for staff to advertise state-wide and target the property owners within the TIRZ boundary and Central Business District.  Director Keyser made a motion to approve the request for information subject to legal counsel amending the language to reflect the discussion and to include the circulation in statewide publications.
VIII. DISCUSS AND TAKE NECESSARY ACTION ON THE EAST-WEST STREETS PROJECT
Vice-Chair Lampley and staff reported that LAN is waiting on bids from their subs; their proposal should be completed this week. Swayzer Engineering will review the proposal and report to the Board.
IX. DISCUSS AND TAKE NECESSARY ACTION ON ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT PROJECTS IN DOWNTOWN
Chairperson Boesel presented the Board with the article in the Houston Chronicle on the Houston Pavilions.  Staff informed the Board of the Houston Pavilions plans for a “rolling-opening”.
