All Board members were present except Sam Pink, Alfred Martinez and Charles Bush, thus constituting a quorum.

Chairperson Boesel called the meeting to order at 3:14p.m.  The meeting proceeded as follows:

I.
APPROVAL OF THE CONSENT AGENDA
The minutes of the May 08, 2007 meeting were reviewed.  The motion to approve was made by Director Mize, seconded by Director Schneidau.  The motion was approved unanimously.

A motion was made by Director Schneidau, to approve the check register and ratify expenditures.  The motion was seconded by Director Lampley and approved unanimously.

II.
EXECUTIVE DIRECTORS REPORT

Staff updated the Board on the Pavilions Project, outlined its cash flow and reviewed the list of tenants that have signed on.  Staff noted their target to open is October 2008 and that they are at 54% leased.  The Board requested an updated construction schedule.

Staff informed the Board of Director Martinez’s recent surgery.
III.
DISCUSS AND TAKE NECESSARY ACTION REGARDING AN AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE AUTHORITY, THE ZONE AND THE CITY OF HOUSTON PROVIDING FOR THE PAYMENT OF MUNICIPAL SERVICE FEES.

Staff gave a brief overview of the project and its current status. Staff stated that the agreement had been executed and forwarded to Mr. Fiederlein who will present it to City Council.  Staff continued in explaining that City Council has to appropriate the money and agree to the Municipal Service Agreement with each TIRZ. Mr. Fiederlein explained that the agreement had been fully executed and should go before City Council by June 20, 2007 or by the latest June 27, 2007.

IV.
DISCUSS AND TAKE NECESSARY ACTION REGARDING AN AGREEMENT WITH THE HOUSTON DOWNTOWN MANAGEMENT DISTRICT FOR SECURITY SERVICES WITHIN MSRA BOUNDARIES.

DISCUSS AND TAKE NECESSARY ACTION REGARDING THE APPLICATION FROM THE CITY OF HOUSTON PARKING COMMISSION FOR PARKING METER HARDWIRING AND HANDICAP ACCESSIBLE PARKING.

Director Keyser gave a report of the meeting with staff and other members of the Board to determine the actual number of meters to be hardwired, (34) meters were identified.  She also stated that Harris County is renovating the Civil Courthouse and the meters surrounding that building could be hardwired during their construction; therefore, reducing the number of meters by (4).  The Parking Management staff provided the Board with an update and map of meter locations. After much discussion staff recommended to work with Dave Rosburough for reporting purposes and with legal council to develop an agreement not to exceed $100,000; after the project has been completed.  A motion was made by Director Keyser to accept staff‘s recommendation and it was seconded by Director Wilson and approved unanimously.
